Union Jack Crochet Square

This pattern can be adapted to any size wool.

Pattern in UK terminology.

Used 3 skeins of DK with size 4 mm hook.
Ch 4 join with sl st into the 1st ch to form a ring (or use a magic circle)
Row 1: Start with red
Ch3 - counts as your 1st  tr, tr twice into ring, ch 3, tr 3 times into ring, ch 3, tr 3 times into ring, ch 3, tr 3 times into ring, ch 3, complete by joining row with a sl st into the top of the 3rd ch on the very 1st ch3. Bind off.
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Row 2: Change colour to white
Join new colour in one of the ch 3 corner spaces from the previous row, ch3 - counts as your 1st tr, tr 2 more times into the same ch3 corner space, ch1, tr 3 times into the next corner space, ch3, tr 3 more times into the same corner space, ch1, tr 3 times into the next corner space, ch3, tr 3 more times into the same corner space, ch1, tr 3 times into the next corner space, ch3, tr 3 more times into the same corner space, ch 1,  tr 3 times into the 1st corner space, ch 3. complete by joining row with a sl st into the top of the 3rd ch on the very 1st ch3 of the row. Bind off.

Row3: Change colour to blue

Join new colour in one of the ch3 corner spaces from the precious row, ch3 - counts as your 1st tr, tr 2 more times into the same ch3 corner space, ch1, tr 3 times into the ch1 space of the previous row, ch1, tr 3 times into the next corner space, ch3, tr 3 more times into the same corner space, ch1, tr 3 times into the ch1 space of the previous row, ch1, tr 3 times into the next corner space, ch3, tr 3 more times into the same corner space, ch1, tr 3 times into ch1 space of the previous row, ch1, tr 3 times into the next corner space, ch3, tr 3 more times into the same corner space, ch1, tr 3 times into the ch1 space of the previous row, ch1, tr 3 times in the 1st corner space, ch 3, complete by joining row with a sl st into the top of the 3rd ch on the very 1st ch3 of the row. Bind off, hide strings.
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To make square bigger carry of sequence.
